The Save the Children Fund (SCF) was first started in
London on 19th May, 1919 by an English woman --- named Miss
Jebb. It is now a worldwide organization, dedicated to helping
needy children everywhere. The SCF of Malawi wasformed in
1953, under the patronage of HisExcellency the Life President
Ngawazi Dr. H. Kamuzu Banda.

‘Our jobin Malawi isto givethose unfortunate children
the rights that they are deprived of through no fault of theirs.
Theseareinternationally recognized astheten rights of children
and include protection, care, food and accommodation/ and
relief’, a spokesman for the Fund explained.

One of those who benefited from the help of the Fund'is
Samuel Mpetechula, agraduate of Chancellor. His spensorship
started in 1967. The SCF of Malawi found him sponsors. They
wereMr. and Mrs. Sutton of Australiawho paid his schookfees
and continued to help him financially throughout hisUniversity
education.

Mr. Mpetechulasaid, ‘ They even built awr me at
home and looked after my family while | wasa student. They
werereal ly hel pful tome, and thethought that therewerethese
sponsors caring for mefrom thousands of Kilometersaway from
herewas an encouragement for metowork hard at'college’.

Another important function of theworkyef'the SCFisin
thefield of nutrition. With the help of theAustralian Government,
the SCF established two nutrition rehabilitation centers for
children; oneat Mpembaand another in Mulanje. * The object of
thecentre', explained Mr. Petre Chimbe, the Executive Secretary
of the Fund, ‘is to combat malnutritiemin children, by giving
them the proper food.’

In1973 aJapanese sericulturist arrivedin Malawi with a
batch of 40,000 s lkworm eggs. They weretaken to the Bvumbwe
Agricultural Research Stationin Thyolo Digtrict. In thisstation,
work is being done to determine favourable silkworm rearing
conditions and areas where mulberry trees, whose |leaves the
wormsfeed on, could grow well.

Silk isoneof thestrongest of fibres. In fact, for thousands
of years, silk fabrics have been regarded as the most beautiful
and durable materialswoven by man.

Theweaving of silk originated in China. An old Chinese
book, believed to bewritten by Confucius, tellsusthat thewife
of Emperor Huang-ti wasthefirgt person to makefabricsof slk.

Other
people say the words to themsel ves or move their lips - these
habitsslow the reader down to something near speaking speed,
which isof course much dower than reading speed. Another
habit which can slow you down isfollowing the linewith your
finger, or with apen.
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If you want to be able to read faster the secret is simply
to practise under timed conditions. This meansthat you should
giveyoursdlf acertain amount of timeto read with understanding
then check your time when you have finished. Students who
have practised fast reading even for only an hour aweek, have
shown average improvements of over 50% over a term of ten
weeks duration. Reading fast doesnot necessarily mean reading
with less comprehension - in fact students usually show small
increase in comprehension as well as a dramatic increase in
speed.

Those who have been following the arguments for and
against the deregul ation of the oil industry in Nigeria may have
got theimpression that deregulation connotes lack of control or
indifference on the part of the Government. But thereisnothing
so far from official quarters to suggest that deregulation will
causethe Government tordinquishitscontrol of the oil industry
because the absence of direct control does not mean that it will
surrender all its rights to the entrepreneurs who may want to
participate in theindustry.

Recognizing the need for objectivity in their work, the
early report writers worked to develop a writing style which
would convey this attitude. They reasoned that the source of
the subjective quality in areport isthe human being. And they
reasoned that objectivity is best attained by emphasizing the
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factual material of areport rather than the personalitiesinvolved.
So they worked to remove the human being from their writing.
Impersonal writing stylewastheresult. By impersonal writingis
meant writing in thethird person —without I’ s, we’s or you's.

In recent years, impersonal writing has been
strenuoudly questioned by many writers. These writers point
out that personal writing is more forceful and direct than is
impersonal writing. They contend that writing which bringsboth
reader and writer into the pi cture ismorelike conversation and
therefore more interesting. And they answer to the point on
objectivity with areply that objectivity is an attitude of mind
and not a matter of person. A report, they say, can be just as
objectivewhen written in personal style aswhen inimpersonal
style. Frequently, they counter with theargument that impersonal
writing leadsto an overuse of passivevoiceand agenerally dull
writing style. This last argument, however, lacks substance.
Impersonal writing can and should beinteresting. Any dullness
it may haveiswholly the fault of thewriter. As proof, one has
only to look at the lively styles used by the writers for
newspapers, news magazines and journals. Most of thiswriting
isimpersonal —and usually itisnot dull.

Asin most cases of controversy, thereis some merit to
the arguments on both sides. There are situations in which
persona writingisbest. Therearesituationsin which impersonal
writing isbest. And there are situationsin which either styleis
appropriate. The writer must decide at the outset of his work
which style is best for his own situation.

His decision should be based on the circumstances of
each report situation. First, he should consider the expectations
or desires of those for whom he is preparing the report. More
than likely hewill find apreference for impersond style, for, like
most human beings, businessmen have been dow to break
tradition. Next, the writer should consider the formality of the
report situation. If thesituation Isinformal, aswhen thereportis
really apersona communication of information between business
associ ates, personal writing isappropriate. But if thesituationis
formal, as is the case with most reports, the conventional
impersonal styleisbest.

Attitudes towards the smoking of cigarettes and the
consumption of alcohol may beusedtoiillustratetypical African
ethics. Apart from the fact that smoking has now been linked
with lung cancer disease, the African moralist has always
regarded smoking as an indication of moral degradation. A
number of people have accepted the moralist idea on smoking.
Some have refrained from smoking, and those who could
influence others, such as parents and religious leaders, have
also exerted their influenceto prevent othersfrom smoking. On
the other hand, a good many people have remained indifferent
to the moralist view and have continued to smoke. The same
argument has been applied to the consumption of alcohal. The
African moralist, basing his judgement on the behaviour of a
few alcoholics, tends to regard the habit of taking alcohol asa
sign of wretchedness.
